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How to find low-cost health care in Caledonia County 

1. Read about the hospitals and health clinics and their financial assistance policies.
• If you are looking at this online: Click on the blue links to learn more.
• If you are looking at this on paper: Call the hospital or health clinic and ask them

to mail you the plain language summary of their financial assistance policy and an
application.

2. Call the hospital or health clinic if you have questions.
• Example: Are you accepting new patients?
• Example: Do you think I might qualify for financial assistance? (Be ready to tell

them your income and household size.)

3. Fill out an application and send it to the hospital or health clinic.

Download the application for the hospital or clinic by clicking on the “Apply” link. If you
do not have a printer, call the hospital or clinic. Ask them to mail you a paper copy. Or
call the Office of the Health Care Advocate for help at 1-800-917-7787.
